Service was provided as below:

(a) Participants were able to ride on ordinary services before the start of the private charter – the steam service was provided by “Bush Mill No 3” and carriages C4, C5 and C6 whilst the diesel service was provided by “Jubilee” with carriages C1 and C2. 

(b) “Workhorse” and Wagon W(M)10 “Duffield Bank Dynamometer Car” were used in passenger service for the turntable roads at the depot.  The Dynamometer Car featured widely in service provision.

(c) “Pylon” and LB52579 operated in either double head or top and tail mode to provide service on the main run to Oakiron and return, using carriages C2 and C3

(d) Wagon No 4, C7, C8, C9 and C10 provided the rolling stock for completion of the siding at Rookwood.

(e) The museum exhibit specification dining train provided the rolling stock for completion of the two roads of the carriage shed – C(M)1 Dining Car, C(M)2 Eaton Hall Brake Van (replica), C(M)3 Eaton Hall Saloon and the ex-Evesham German open with gondola style roof.

(f) Cab rides were provided at the end of service for those that required completing the ladder from the depot access road to the carriage sheds

(g) Therefore four diesel locomotives, one steam locomotive, two wagons and fourteen coaches were provided to participants as part of total operations
