Beloware listed all routes maintained as passenger lines whichdo not
have a publically advertised llaBsengertrain· service operating throughout the
year. Also sh01Zllare routes, which although used on a regular and often
frequent basis, a.re difficult to identify in the public timetable.

Timetabled tra.ins using these routes are listed (for actual dates of
operation, see the appropriate timetable, Motorail or other publicity).
Whereit has been possible to identify a reasonable 'flow of sllecial
excursions (either publically advertised or private charter) operating over a
certain route, this has also been sho1lll. A. certain amountof licence must be
allowed in this part of the list, as on manyoccaatons an al temative route
ma.yalso exist, the Oneshownbeing the route normally used. Special
excursions betweenpoints served by SummerSeasonal services can normally be
expected to traverse the sameroute, but due to staff shortages in certain
areas it is sometimesnecessary to run special trains by other routes. The
points mentionedfor special tra.ins can also be taken to meantrains
travelling via these places to and from points beyond.

SUNDA.YDIVE2SIOlIS

To facilitate track maintenanceand other engineering work on main lines,
certain secondary routes are used on a semi-regular basis for Sundaydiversions.
These diversions follow a regular pattern. and depending on the route involved,
start either late on Sa.turoayevening or early Sundaymorning, and will normally
finish in time for Sundaylate afternoon and evening services to run normally.

DetailS of routes used, where that route does not carry a regular time-
tabled passenger service, are shownalong with the times of the no:z:mal"block-
age", if this is mom. It must be realised that these blockages DONOT
OPERATEEVERY 'RmCEIID, only l)robably ull to twenty Sundaysper annum. Certa:i,n
services are shownbelow as running via the altemative route; this is the
"booked"route of these trains, but they are subject to diversion for
engineering woik in the same~ as other Sundayservices and ma1 well be
diverted via the no:z:malweekdayroute.
