Some
unusual 'unsocial hours' routeings were to allow for engineering possessions on a more direct route
- to which trains may have reverted when there was no engineering work.

Embsay - Bow Bridge loop [Embsay & Bolton Abbey Steam Railway]: trains use this section if stock
blocks the loop line at Embsay and during annual Diesel Gala (2024 dates: 30 August to 1
September 2024).

Moor Road (Leeds) station - Balm Road loop [Middleton Railway]: the railway is authorised to
operate passenger trains over this line on a limited number of occasions each year. On two
weekends in recent seasons trains have used this section, some trains being freight trains carrying
passengers. Services have not run on the branch since 17 Sep 2023 and are not expected to do so
until Moor Road level crossing is upgraded.

Barrow Hill Roundhouse Railway Centre - connection with Network Rail; Roundhouse
platform - Springwell [Barrow Hill Engine Shed Society]: the Springwell service usually operates on
event days

Llangollen Goods Junction - Pentrefelin Sidings gate and to former Goods yard (Diesel road)
[Llangollen Railway]: look for Diesel Weekend brake van trips (usually September but not in 2024).
Check carefully because shuttles advertised only to ‘Goods Junction’ would not cover the inclined
branch to the former Goods Yard.

Swanwick Junction - end of line at Greenhill [Midland Railway Trust|

Swithland Sidings - Nunckley Hill Platform - Mountsorrel Halt [ Mountsorrel & Rothley
Community Heritage Centre]: as advertised on their and Great Central Railway websites

Tyseley Locomotive Works internal trackage [Tyseley Locomotive Works|: may operate on works
open weekends (which resumed from 15 June 2024).

Norchard Low Level - Middle Forge Junction ground frame [Dean Forest Railway]: may be used
on special events days - particularly on those when separate services are advertised: Norchard (high
level) & Parkend and Norchard (low level) & Lydney Junction. Santa services in 2022 operated
from/to the high level platform, apart from the last train which returned to low level. Most regular
trains at Norchard use the high level platform on the through line — see entry in Regular services
section, above. Brake van tours use the high level platform.

Barnstaple Junction (Norton Fitzwarren) — Pontispool Bridge stop block [ West Somerset
Railway]: a shuttle service may operate in conjunction with West Somerset Railway Association
special events such as Steam & Vintage Rally (2024 dates: 3 and 4 August).

Worgret Junction — Norden [Swanage Railway]: through excursion trains to Swanage as
advertised.

Horsted Keynes - limit of former line towards Ardingly [Bluebell Railway]

Bodiam - Junction Road and Robertsbridge Junction station - Robertsbridge Northbridge
Street [Rother Valley Railway]: on Gala weekends as advertised (2024 dates: 1 and 2 June, using
Robertsbridge section)

Downpatrick - Loop Platform - Magnus Grave (former King Magnus's Halt ("King's Halt")) -
present end of line towards Ballydugan (Ringreagh) [Downpatrick & County Down Railway]: used
when advertised by special event services. However, the railway suffered severe flooding in
October/November 2023 so no services used this line in 2024.
